Description: small; semipelagic schooling species.  They are usually fast growing and short lived.
Habitat: Benthopelagic; brackish marine water.

Max. Size: 24-25 cm.  
Distribution: Southern New England to Cape Hatteras.  Some have been reported from Nova Scotia South to deep waters off Florida.
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Human Importance/Fun Facts:  Females grow faster than males.  They are used in fisheries; commercial; game fish.  They are not dangerous at all.
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
